BY-LAW NO. 7/2005

BEING A BY-LAW OF THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF WEST ST. PAUL FOR
RESTRAINING AND REGULATING THE RUNNING AT LARGE OF DOGS,
AND DANGEROUS DOGS AND TO PROVIDE FOR IMPOUNDING, FINES
AND DESTROYING OF DOGS AND DANGEROUS DOGS, AND TO REPEAL
BY-LAW 4/2002

WHEREAS Section 232(1) (k) of the Municipal Act, S.M. 1996, c. 5-Chap. M225,
provides as follows:
232 (1) A Council may pass by-laws for municipal purposes respecting
the following matters.
(k) wild and domestic animals and activities in relation to
them, including by-law differentiating on the basis of sex,
breed, size or weight;

AND WHEREAS Section 232(2) (a) of the Municipal Act, S.M. 1996, c. 5-Chap.
M225, provides as follows:
232 (2) Without limiting the generality of subsection (1), a council may in
a by-law passed under this Division.
€) regulate or prohibit;

AND WHEREAS The Council of the Rural Municipality of West St. Paul deems it
expedient, and in the public interest to pass a By-law for restraining and
regulating the running at large of DOGS and DANGEROUS DOGS and for
imposing a tax on the owner, possessors, or harbourers of DOGS, and
DANGEROUS DOGS and also providing for the impounding and destroying of
DOGS and DANGEROUS DOGS and also providing for the maintenance and a
regulation of a POUND,;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT AND IT IS HEREBY ENACTED as a By-law of The
Rural Municipality of West St. Paul, in Council assembled, as follows:

THAT this By-law be referred to as “THE DOG CONTROL BY-LAW".

1.01 THAT unless the context otherwise requires, where used in this By-law:

1.02 “Animal” means any creature that is not human;

1.03 “Authorized judicial officer” means a provincial judge, a magistrate, a
justice of the peace, a medical examiner or a duly qualified medical
practitioner;

1.04 “Animal Control Officer” means any person duly appointed by the Rural
Municipality of West St. Paul pursuant to the provisions of this By-law,
which person may also be the Licence Inspector;

1.05 “Council” means the Council of the Rural Municipality of West St. Paul,

1.06 “Municipality” means The Rural Municipality of West St. Paul;

1.07 “Pound” means a pound duly established under the provisions of this By-
law;

1.08 *“Person” means any person, firm, corporation or partnership;

1.09 “Police Officer” means any person who is a “police officer” within the
meaning of the Criminal Code of Canada;

1.10 “Dog” unless the context otherwise requires includes a “bitch”;

1.11 “at large” means that the animal is not;
@) under the direct, continuous and effective control of a person
competent to control it, or
(b) securely confined within an enclosure or otherwise so that it is
unable to roam at will.

1.12 *“dogs” means either male or female of the Canine of Canidae family;
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“Licence” means a license issued to the owner of a dog pursuant to the
provisions of this By-law;

“License Inspector” means any person appointed by resolution of the
Municipality to enforce the licensing provisions of this by-law;

“License Year” means the calendar year during which a license is issued;

“Dog Kennel” means a building or structure or any part thereof or any
place or other premises where animals are boarded, bred, trained or
cared for, in return for remuneration, or are kept for the purpose of sale;

“Dog Guide” shall extend to and include any dog specially trained for and
actually used as a dog guide by any person whose sight is impaired or is
blind; or whose hearing is impaired or they are deaf;

“Owner” includes any person who keeps or harbours a dog within the
Municipality;

“Dangerous dog” means a dog which has been declared to be dangerous
pursuant to Section 10 of this By-law;

“Severe injury” means any physical injury that results in broken bones or
disfiguring lacerations requiring multiple sutures or cosmetic surgery;

“Pit Bull dog” means;
@) Pit Bull Terrier; or

(b) Staffordshire Bull Terrier; or
(©) American Staffordshire Terrier; or
(d) American Pit Bull Terrier; or

(e) Any dog which has the appearance and physical characteristics
predominately conforming to the standards for any of the above
breeds, as established by the Canadian Kennel Club or the
American Kennel Club or the United Kennel Club and attached as
Schedule “D”, as determined by a veterinarian licenses to practice
in Manitoba.

LICENSING

THAT the owner of any dog over the age of six (6) months shall obtain a
license for each such dog annually Subject to section 10.08, every dog
license issued hereunder shall expire on the 31st day of December next
after such license was issued.

THAT the owner of any dog or dogs shall place and keep around the
neck of each of his dog or dogs a collar to which shall be securely
fastened the current license tag issued by the License Inspector.

THAT every dog owner must produce, before a license is issued, a
certificate of vaccination for rabies for that dog from a licensed
veterinarian showing that the dog has been vaccinated for rabies on a
date no more than three (3) years (36 months) prior to the date the
license is issued.

THAT notwithstanding Section 3/03, no certificate of vaccination for
rabies shall be required where the dog owner produces a statement in
writing from a licensed veterinarian stating that the dog, for medical
reasons, cannot be vaccinated for rabies.

THAT no license issued hereunder for any dog is transferable to any
other dog.

THAT upon application and production of satisfactory evidence to the
License Inspector, a refund shall be made of such portion of the license

fee paid by such owner as is equal to the fee which would be eligible for

the issuance of a license during the next following quarter of the license
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year as described in Schedule “A” hereto.

THAT the owner of a dangerous dog must produce, before a license is
issued for such dangerous dog, evidence that such owner has obtained
and is maintaining in force a comprehensive general liability insurance
policy including coverage for damage or injury caused by his dog
covering the balance of the license year with a minimum limit of liability of
$300,000.00 per occurrence.

THAT where a license is lost or damaged the licensee shall forthwith
apply for a new license, the cost of which is described in Schedule “A”
hereto.

THAT it shall be unlawful for any person who has licensed a dog under
this By-law to transfer or assign such license to any other person without
first notifying the License Inspector, setting out in full the name and
address of the new owner and the address of the premises where the dog
shall be harboured by the new owner.

THAT the schedule of dog license fees shall be as described in Schedule
“A” hereto.

THAT the dog kennel license fees shall be as described in Schedule “B”
hereto.

THAT the impounding and redemption fees shall be as described in
Schedule “C” hereto.

THAT no owner shall permit a dog to be anywhere than on the owner’s
premises without a collar and the proper license tag or plate nor unless
the dog is on a leash and is under the immediate charge and control of
some competent person.

THAT a female dog in heat shall be confined and housed in the residence
of the owner or person having control of the dog for the period of time that
she is in heat, or taken to a licensed kennel for the whole period of time in
heat.

THAT any bitch in heat found running at large shall be impounded and
shall be subject to the provisions of this by-law.

RESPONSIBILITY OF OWNERS

6.01

THAT the owner of a dog shall be responsible for his dog and shall not:
€)) permit his dog to run at large.

(b) permit his dog to bark or howl or in any other way unduly disturb
the quiet of any person or persons in the Municipality;

(© permit his dog to defecate on any public or private property other
than the property of its owner, the owner shall cause such
excrement to be removed immediately;

(d) permit his dog to damage public or private property other than that
of its owner. Where public or private property has been damaged
by a dog, its owner shall be deemed to have failed or refused to
comply with this subsection;

(e) own, keep or harbour any dog (other than a dog under the age of
six months or a Dog Guide) for which a license has not been
issued for the current license year.

) harbour or keep any vicious dog unless such dog is securely
fastened and properly muzzled at all times in such place and in
such manner that it does not endanger the safety of any person or
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any other animal;

(9) permit his dog to pursue, bite or wound any person or animal,
(h) permit a dog on any school ground or playground;

0] permit a dog on parkland area unless the dog is on a leash (no
longer than six (6) feet) and in the actual custody and control of
the owner or some other competent person, except when the
owner is attending a recognized dog training or obedience school
approved by the Council;

()] allow a dog to chase or bark at any horse, pedestrian or vehicle
on a public thoroughfare;

THAT an owner whose sight is impaired or who is blind or an owner
whose hearing is impaired or is deaf who owns a registered Dog Guide or
who is being assisted by a Dog Guide shall not be subject to the
restrictions imposed under subsections 6.01 (g) or (h).

THAT an owner of a dog which is found upsetting waste receptacles and
scattering the contents thereof in or about a street, lane or other public
place or in or about any private property not belonging to the owner of the
dog is guilty of an offense.

DOG KENNELS

THAT a Kennel shall not be operated unless and until a dog kennel
license for such an operation has been approved and issued.

THAT a Dog Kennel License shall not be issued if the use is in
contravention of the Zoning By-law.

THAT a Dog Kennel License shall not be issued if it is of the opinion that
the carrying on of such a dog kennel may be injurious to the interest of
occupants or owners of property in the vicinity.

THAT every dog kennel license shall expire on the 31st day of December
next after the license became effective.

DOG POUND

THAT a pound shall be established for all dogs captured under the
provisions of this by-law. The location of the pound shall be at such place
as the Council by resolution from time to time designates. The Animal
Control Officer shall be appointed by Council at such salary or
remuneration as the Council may from time to time declare. The Animal
Control Officer shall keep a record of all dogs killed, captured or
impounded under the provisions of this by-law. If a dog is sold by the
Animal Control Officer, a record shall be kept setting out the name of the
person to whom the dog was sold, together with his residence. The
Animal Control Officer shall make a monthly report showing the amount of
fines collected, the proceeds of the sale of any dogs and the nhames and
address of the parties to whom dogs were sold, and any other information
requested by Council in respect to the observance and enforcement of
this By-law.

THAT is shall be the duty of the Animal Control Officer to capture and
confine in the pound all dogs found running at large contrary to the
provisions of this By-law and all dogs for which a license has not been
obtained in accordance with the provisions of the by-law.

THAT the owner of any dog captured by the Animal Control Officer may
repossess and redeem his dog within 72 hours of the dog’s capture by:

a) producing evidence of ownership of the dog to the Animal Control
Officer and/or Pound;

(b) by paying all costs incurred in capturing and keeping the dog in
the pound,;
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© paying all outstanding fines or damages relating to the dog; and

(d) if the dog is unlicensed, licensing the dog and paying the relevant
license fee.

THAT upon impounding a dog, the Animal Control Officer shall
immediately after the impounding and before the sale thereof, cause to be
posted in at least two conspicuous places within the Municipality a notice
describing the dog, the sex, the colour and mark of identification if
applicable.

THAT if the dog is licensed, then the Animal Control Officer shall notify
the registered owner as indicated on the application for license of the
impounding.

THAT if a dog, after the expiration of 11 days after its capture, remains
impounded, such dog may be destroyed.

THAT the Animal Control Officer or such other person as is authorized by
Council to do so, may use an air pistol or firearm equipped with a device
to eject tranquilizers or sleep producing drugs into a dog for the purpose
of capturing any dog found running at large contrary to the provisions of
this by-law, or capturing a dog that has bitten a person or is suspected of
being rabid.

THAT the owner of a dog that is captured or impounded is liable for and
shall reimburse the Municipality for all costs incurred with respect thereto,
including all costs incurred in capturing, impounding, feeding, advertising
or destroying such dog and the Municipality may by by-law add the said
costs to the taxes of the owner or may levy the amount of such costs or
so much thereof as may remain unsatisfied by distress and sale of the
goods and chattels of such owner or possessor.

THAT no person or persons shall break open or assist in any manner,
directly or indirectly in breaking open the pound.

THAT no person shall remove or attempt to remove any animal or other
livestock impounded in the pound and in respect of which there may be
unpaid fines, costs, or damages.

THAT no person shall hinder, delay or obstruct the Animal Control Officer
in taking to the pound any dog liable to be impounded.

9.00 DOGBITE

THAT a dog which bites any person, whether on private premises or
elsewhere, shall unless the owner thereof forthwith delivers the same to
the pound or to some place where dogs are kept under the personal
supervision of a Licensed Veterinarian, be taken by the Animal Control
Officer to the pound. Any such dog so delivered or taken to the pound
shall be kept therein at the owner’s expense for a period of ten (10) days
unless the Health Officer sooner certifies that all danger of infection has
ceased. Where an owner delivers any such dog to some place where
dogs are kept under the personal supervision of a Licensed Veterinarian,
such dog shall be kept at such place at the owner’s expense for a period
of ten (10) days unless the Health Officer sooner certifies that all danger
of infection has ceased.

THAT any dog licensed or unlicensed thought to be rabid shall be
isolated for a period of ten (10) days. If during that time the dog dies, the
dog’s head shall be kept and delivered at the owner’s expense to the
Health of Animals Bureau, to be examined for rabies.

10.00 DANGEROUS DOGS

10.01 THAT where the License Inspector or the Animal Control Officer has

reason to believe that a dog has caused or is likely to cause serious
damage or injury, the officer shall hold a hearing to determine whether or
not that dog should be declared to be dangerous.
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THAT the License Inspector shall give written notice of such hearing to
the owner of the dog at least seven (7) days in advance of the hearing by
serving a notice upon the owner or by mailing same by registered mail to
the owner’s address, as disclosed on the owner’s license application.
The notice shall include:

(@) a statement of the time, place and purpose of the hearing;
(b) a copy of this By-law;

(© a statement that if the owner does not attend the hearing, the
matter may be dealt with in his/her absence and that he/she will
not be entitled to any further notice in the proceedings;

THAT the owner may appear at the hearing with or without counsel and
may call witnesses on his/her behalf. The owner shall be entitled to hear
all the evidence presented at the hearing and to inspect any documents
filed.

THAT after the hearing, the License Inspector shall issue written findings

resulting from the hearing and if the dog is so found, shall make an order

declaring the dog to be dangerous and provide a copy of such finding and
order to the Municipality and the owner.

THAT in reaching the decision, the License Inspector shall take into
consideration the following factors:

€) Whether or not the dog has caused injury to a person without
provocation, whether on public or private property;

(b) Whether or not the dog has, while off its owner’s property, killed or
injured a domestic animal without provocation; or

(©) the circumstances surrounding the injury of such person or
animal;

(d) Whether or not the dog has previously bitten, wounded or injured
any person or animal,

(e) the circumstances surrounding any previous biting or wounding
incidents; and

0] whether the dog, when unprovoked, has shown a tendency to
pursue, chase or approach in a menacing fashion persons upon
the street, sidewalk or any public or private property;

THAT the owner may, within ten (10) days of receiving notice that his/her
dog has been declared to be dangerous, advise the License Inspector in
writing that he/she wishes to appeal against the order, whereupon the
License Inspector shall forthwith submit the matter to the Council of the
Municipality.

THAT where an appeal is filed as provided in subsection (06) herein, the
Council of the Municipality shall hold a hearing to determine whether the
order of the License Inspector should be upheld and the provisions of
subsection (05) apply mutatis mutandis to that hearing.

€) Upon hearing all representatives in the matter, the Council may
confirm or reverse the order of the License Inspector declaring the
dog to be dangerous.

(b) The decision of the Council on an appeal under this subsection
shall be final.

THAT where a dog is declared to be dangerous by the License Inspector
and;

@) no appeal is filed pursuant to subsection (06) hereof, or

(b) Upon appeal, the declaration is confirmed by the Council, any
license previously issued in relation to that dog shall be deemed to
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have been canceled effective as of the tenth day following the
order of the License Inspector or the date of the Council, as
applicable.

THAT every owner who has received notification from the License
Inspector that a hearing will be held with respect to his/her dog, shall if
his/her dog is not impounded or in the custody of a veterinarian, ensure
that his dog remains confined upon the premises of the owner pending
the final outcome of the hearing.

THAT every owner of a dog which has been declared to be dangerous
shall:

(@) cause the dog to be tattooed upon the ear or flank by a
Veterinarian with the identifying information approved for
registration in the Manitoba Tattoo Registry and provide a copy of
the record of such tattooing to the Animal Control Officer;

(b) ensure that the dog, while on private property, is kept either
securely confined indoors or in a securely enclosed and locked
pen, structure of compound which;

0] is capable of preventing the entry of young children and
preventing the dog from escaping
(i) has minimum dimensions of five feet by ten feet;

(iii) has secure sides; and
(iv) provides protection from the elements for the dog;

(© permit the dog upon public property only if it is muzzled, restrained
by a chain or leash not exceeding six feet in length and under the
control of a responsible person;

(d) display at each entrance to the property and /or building in or upon
which the dog is kept a sign, in the form attached hereto and
marked as Schedule “E” to this By-law, to be provided by the
License Inspector. The said signs shall be posted in such a
manner as cannot be removed easily by passers-by and will be
visible and capable of being read from the sidewalk or street and
lane, if any;

(e within two (2) working days of selling or giving away the
dangerous dog, provide the Animal Control Officer or Licence
Inspector with the name, address and telephone number of the
new owner;

) advise the Animal Control Officer or Licence Inspector within two
(2) working days of the death of the dangerous dog;

(9) advise the Animal Control Officer or Licence Inspector forthwith if
the dangerous dog is loose or has bitten or attacked any person or
animal.

(h) “maintain in force a comprehensive general liability insurance
policy including coverage for damage or injury caused by his dog
with a minimum limit of liability of $300,000.00 per occurrence.”

0] No person shall deface or remove a sign posted pursuant to
clause (d) of subsection (1) hereof without having first obtained
the permission of the License Inspector.

THAT notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein any Pit Bull dog
within the Municipality is and shall be conclusively deemed a Dangerous
Dog.

THAT no person shall keep or harbour any Pit Bull dog regardless of age
within the limits of The Rural Municipality of West St. Paul.

THAT a person may temporarily keep or harbour in the Municipality a Pit
Bull dog only for the purpose of showing such a Pit Bull dog in a place of

public exhibition, contest, or show sponsored by a bona fide dog club
association, provided that when such Pit Bull dog is not being shown at
the place of said public exhibition, contest, or show, it shall be removed
from the Municipality.

INTERFERENCE WITH ENFORCEMENT:

12.01 THAT no person shall interfere or attempt to obstruct an Animal Control
Officer, License Inspector, or a Police Constable who is attempting to
capture or who has captured any dog in accordance with the provisions of
this By-law.

RIGHT OF ENTRY

13.01 THAT the Animal Control Officer or Licence Inspector, or any person
authorized by this By-law to enforce the provisions contained herein may
enter into the land surrounding any building with the consent of an owner
in pursuit of any dog which has been observed running at large.

13.02 THAT the Animal Control Officer or any other person authorized by this
By-law may capture and impound any dog in respect of which he believes
or has reasonable grounds to believe that an offense under this By-law is
being or has been committed by any dog which is required to be
impounded pursuant to the provisions of any Statute of Canada or of the
Province of Manitoba or any regulation made there under.

13.03 THAT the Animal Control Officer when required to seize a dog under
section 9.01 and 9.02 herein if refused entry or access to the dog by the
owner or occupant, may apply to a Magistrate or Justice of the Peace for
a Search Warrant for the purpose of seizing and impounding the dog.

COMPLAINANT IDENTIFICATION

14.01 THAT a complainant must give to the Animal Control Officer or Licence
Inspector his or her name, address, and telephone number before any
action will be taken to either impound a dog or initiate any legal
proceedings.

REMOVING COLLAR OR TAG PROHIBITED

15.01 THAT no unauthorized person shall remove the collar or license plate or
tags of any licensed dog.

RESTRICTION AS TO NUMBER OF ANIMALS TO BE KEPT

16.01 THAT no person herein shall harbour, keep, have in his possession or on
his premises more than two (2) dogs over the age of six (6) months,
regardless of the number of people who may be inhabiting the premises.

16.02 THAT a person may by written application request to harbour a third dog.
When considering an application permission should not be granted to an
applicant where animals are boarded, bred, trained or cared for, in return
for remuneration, or are kept for the purpose of sale. The applicant shall
provide evidence from all adjacent neighbours within 150 ft of the
applicant’s property that they have no objection to the application.
Permission shall be by written approval from the Chief Administrative
Officer.

16.03 THAT Subsection (01) shall not apply to:
(@) A person holding a current Dog Kennel License issued by the
Municipality.

(b) A person granted permission under Section 16.02 herein.

DESTRUCTION ORDER

17.01 THAT any person may make an application under “The Animal Liability
Act” for a destruction order.

GENERAL PENALTIES
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18.01 THAT any person who contravenes or disobeys, or refuses or neglects to
obey any provision of this By-law for which no penalty is provided, is
guilty of an offense and liable, on summary conviction of a fine not
exceeding $500.00 in the case of an individual, or $1,000.00 in the case
of a corporation, or in the case of an individual, to imprisonment for a term
not exceeding one (1) month or to both such a fine and such an
imprisonment.

18.02 THAT notwithstanding any other section of this By-law, where an order
for the destruction of an animal is being sought under the provisions of
The Animal Liability Act, the said animal shall be impounded, at the
owner’s expense, until the order is granted or refused.

19.00 REPEAL

19.01 THAT By-law Number 25/90, 4/91, and 25/92, of The Rural Municipality
of West St. Paul are hereby repealed.

20.00 COMING INTO FORCE

20.01 THAT this By-law shall be deemed to have come into force and take
effect on the day it is passed by Council.

4, THAT the owner of any dog which has been declared to be dangerous
pursuant to Section 10 and 11 shall, no later than the tenth day after
receiving a notice from the By-law Enforcement Officer that his dog has
been declared to be dangerous or, if an appeal is taken, forthwith upon
the confirmation by the Council of the Rural Municipality of West St. Paul
of that declaration, obtain a license for the remainder of the license year
upon payment of the following:

a) During the period from January 1st to March 31st,

American Staffordshire Terrier

TO GIVE CORRECTLY the origin and history of the American
Staffordshire Terrier, itis necessary to comment briefly on two other dogs,
namely the Bulldog and the terrier.

Until the early part of the 19th century, the Bulldog was bred with great
arein England for the purpose of baiting bulls. The Bulldog of that day was
vastly different from our present-day “sourmug™. Pictures from as late as
1870 represent the Bulldog as agile and as standing straight on his legs—his
front legs in particular. In some cases he was even possessed of a muzzle, and
long rat tails were not uncommon, The Bulldog of that day, with the
xception of the head, looked more like the present-day American
Saffordshire Terrier than like the present-day Bulldog.

Some writers contend it was the white English Terrier, or the Black-and-
Tan Terrier, that was used as a cross with the Bulldog to perfect the
Saffordshire Terrier. It seems easier to believe that any game terrier, such
u the Fox Terrier of the early 1800s. was used in this cross, since some of
the foremost authorities on dogs of that time state that the Black-and-Tan
wd the whie English Terrier were none too game, but these same
Yuthorities ga on to stress the gameness of the Fox Terrier, It is reasonable
W0 believe thay breeders who were attempting to perfect a dog that would
‘Omeine the spiritand agility ol the terrier with the courage and tenacity of
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the Bulldog, would not use a terrier that was not game. In analyzing the three
above-mentioned terriers ac that time, we find that there was nota great deal
of difference in body conformation, the greatest differences being in color,
aggressiveness, and spirit.

[n any event, it was the cross berween the Bulldog and the terrier thae
resulted in the Staffordshire Terrier, which was originally called the Bull-
and-Terrier Dog, Half and Half, and at times Pit Dog or Pit Bullterrier,
Later, it assumed the name in England of Staffordshire Bull Terrier.

These dogs began to find their way into America as early as 1870, where
they became knownas Pit Dog, Pit Bull Terrier, later American Bull Terrier,
and still later as Yankee Terrier.

In 1936, they were accepted for registration in the American Kennel
Club stud book as Staffordshire Terriers, The name of the breed was
revised effective January 1, 1972 to American Staffordshire Terrier.
Breeders in this country had developed a type which is heavier in weight
than the Staffordshire Bull Terrier of England and the name change was to
distinguish them as separace breeds.

The American Seaffordshire Terrier's standard allows a variance in
weight, but it should be in proportion to size. The dog's chief requisites
should be strength unusual for his size, soundness, balance, a strong
powerful head, a well-muscled bodv, and ccurage that is proverbial,

To clarify the confusion that may exist, even in the minds of dog fanciers,
as to the difference berween the American Staffordshire Terrier and the
Bull Terrier, a comment on the lacter may be helpful. The Bull Terrier was
introduced by James Hinks of Birmingham, who had been experimenting
for several years with the old bull-and-terrier dog, now known as
Staffordshire. It is generally conceded that he used the Staffordshire,
crossed with the white English Terrier, and some writers contend that 2
dash of Pointer and Dalmatian blood was also used to help perfect the
all-white Bull Terrier.

In mentioning the gameness of the Staffordshire, it is not the intention to
tag him as a fighting machine, or to praise this characteristic. These points
are discussed because they are necessary in giving the correct origin and
history of the breed. The good qualities of the dogs are many, and it would
be difficult for anyone to overstress them. In appearance, they are flashy-
looking and they attract much attention on the show bench. As to
character, they exceed being dead game; nevertheless, they should not be
heldinill repute merely because man has been taking advantage of this rare
courage to use them in the pitas gambling tools. These dogs are docile, and
with a lictle training are even tractable around other dogs. They are
intelligent, excellent guardians, and they protect their masters’ property
with an air of authority that counts; they easily discriminate between
strangers who mean well and those who do not. They have another
characteristic that is unusual: when they are sold, or change hands, they
accept their new master in a comparatvely shott time,
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Official Seandard for the American Staffordshire Terrier

General Impression—The American Staffordshite Terrier should give the
impression of great strength for his size, a well put-together dog, muscular, but agile
and graceful, keenly alive to his surroundings. He should be stocky, not long-legged
or racy in outline. His courage is proverbial.

Head —Medium length, decp through, broad skull, very pronounced cheek
muscles, distinct stop; and ears are set high. Ears—Cropped or uncropped, the
lacter preferred. Uncropped ears should be short and held half rose or prick. Full
drop to be penalized. Eyes—Dark and round, low down in skull and set {ar apart,
No pink eyelids. Muzzle ~Medium length, rounded on upper side to fall away
abruptly below eyes. Jaws well defined. Underjaw 10 be strong and have bitng

power. Lips close and even, no looseness, Upper teeth to meet tighty outside lower
teeth in front. Nose definitely black.

Neck —Heavy, slightly arched, tapering from shoulders to back of skull. No
looseness of skin. Medium length.

Shoulders—Strong and muscular with blades wide and sloping.

Back —Fairly short. Slight sloping from withers to rump with gentle short slope
at rump to base of ail. Loins slightly rucked.

Body —Well-sprungribs, deepin rear. All ribs close together. Forelegs set tather
wide apart to permit of chest development. Chest deep and broad.

Tail—Shortin comparison to size, low set, tperingtoa fine point: not curled or
held over back. Not docked.

Legs—The front legs should be straight, large or round bones, pastern upright,
No resemblance of bend in front. Hindquarters well-muscled, let down at hocks,

furning neither in nor out. Feet of moderate size, well-arched and compact, Gait
must be springy but without roll or pace.

Coat—Short, close, stiff to the touch, and glossy.

Color—Any color, solid, parti, or patched is permissible, but all white, more
than 80 per cent white, black and tan, and liver not to be encouraged.

Size—Height and weight should be in proportion. A height of about 18 to 19
inches at shoulders for the male and 17 to 18 inches for the female is to be
considered preferable. -

Faults—Faults to be penalized are: Dudley nose, light or pink eyes, tail too long
or badly carried, undershot or overshot mouths.

AwnericaN PiT BuLL TERRIER STANDARD

(Revised January 1, 1978)

HEAD: Medium length. Brickiike in shape. Skull flat and widest
at the ears, with prominent cheeks free from wrinkles.

MUZZLE: Square, wide and deep. Well pronounced jaws, display-
ing strength. Upper teeth should meet tightly over lower teeth, out-
side in front.

EARS: Cropped or uncropped (not important). Should set high
on head, and be free from wrinkles.

EYES: Round. Should set far apart, low down on skull. Any color
acceptable.

NOSE: Wide open nostrils. Any color acceptable.

NECK: Muscular. Slightly arched. Tapering fram shoulcer to head.
Free from locseness of skin.

SHOULDERS: Strong and muscular, with wide sloping shoulder
blades.

BACK: Shoart and strong. Slightly sloping from withers to rump.
Slightly arched at loins, which should be slightly tucked.

CHEST: Deep, but not tco broad, with wide sprung ribs.
RIBS: Close. Well-sprung, with deep back ribs.

TAIL: Short in comparison 1o size. Set low and tapering to a fine
point. Not carried over back. Bobbed tail not accept able.

LEGS: Large, round boned, with straight, upright pasterns,
reasonably strong. Feet to be of medium size. Gait should be light
and springy. No rolling or pacing.

THIGH: Long with muscles developed. Hocks down and straight.
COAT: Glossy. Short and stiff 1o the touch.

COLOR: Any color or marking permissible.

WEIGHT: Not important. Females preferred from thirty 1o fifty
pounds. Males from thirty-five to sixty pounds.
