BY-LAW NO. 6/2006

PARKING BY-LAW

BEING A BY-LAW OF THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF WEST ST. PAUL TO ESTABLISH PARKING REGULATIONS ON DESIGNATED HIGHWAYS AND TO REPEAL BY-LAW NUMBER 5/2002

WHEREAS Section 79 (3) of The Highway Traffic Act, S.M. 1985-86, c.3-Chap H60, provides as follows:


"79 (3) A traffic authority may erect appropriate traffic control devices on any 
highway.

(a) to prohibit the stopping, standing, or parking of vehicles any time, or during hours stated on the traffic control devices, on the highway or any portion thereof; 

or

(b) to limit the time during which the vehicles may be parked on the highway or any portion thereof, and either during the whole of any day or during a part thereof as the traffic authority may consider necessary."

AND WHEREAS Section  93 (1) of The Highway Traffic Act, S.M. 1985-86, c. 3-Chap. H60, provides as follows:

"93 (1) The council of a municipality by which a traffic device has been erected under subsection 79(3) may, by by-law

(a) provide that no person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle on the highway or portion thereof to which the sign relates in contravention of the traffic control device or for a period longer than, or otherwise than, as authorized by the traffic control device;


(b) provide that any person who causes or permits a vehicle to remain stationary in 
any portion of the highway during a period when stopping on that portion thereof is 
prohibited as indicated by a traffic control device is guilty of an offence; and


(c) impose penalties for any breach of the by-law."


AND WHEREAS Section 213 (1) of the Municipal Act, R.S.M. 1988, c M225 
provides as follows:

"213 (1) Notwithstanding the Crown Lands Act, but subject to subsection (2) and to The Highway Traffic Act and The Highways and Transportation Act and subject as herein expressly otherwise provided, every municipality has jurisdiction over and with respect to, and the right of use, possession, and occupation of, that part of every highway that lies within the municipality and the land upon which it is situated."

AND WHEREAS the Council of The Rural Municipality of West St. Paul deems it in the best interests of the municipality to establish parking regulations on designated highways;


NOW THEREFORE the Council of The Rural Municipality of West St. Paul, in 
Council assembled hereby enact as follows:

1.

THAT this By-law may be referred to as the "Parking By-law".

2.

THAT words and expressions in this by-law have the same meaning as the same words and expressions in the Highway Traffic Act of the Province of Manitoba.

3.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on any highway or portion thereof as designated by the traffic control device and as described in Schedule "A" attached hereto.

4.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on a highway or portion thereof for longer than the time permitted as designated by the traffic control device and as described in Schedule "B" attached hereto.

5.
THAT where the Council of the Rural Municipality of West St. Paul Council deems it necessary, the Council by resolution has the authority to issue a parking pass to any individual or firm.

6.
THAT where a parking pass is issued under section 5. herein, the said parking pass shall have printed thereon the Council resolution, and shall be signed by the By-law Enforcement Officer or Administrator of the Municipality.

7.
THAT an individual or firm who has received a parking pass, shall when in use display the parking pass on the dashboard of the vehicle in a location and manner that is clearly 
visible to the outside of the vehicle.  Where the parking pass is not visible, the said parking pass shall be deemed not to be valid.

8.
THAT the Council by resolution may authorized a towing company from time to time to enforce the tow-a-way zones as designated by the traffic control device and as described in Schedule "C" attached hereto.

9.
THAT any person, firm or corporation who contravenes any of the provisions of this by-law shall be guilty and shall be subject to all fines as set out in Schedule "D" attached hereto.

10.
THAT this by-law shall come into effect on the day it receives final passage of Council.

11.
THAT By-law No. 5/2002 of The Rural Municipality of West St. Paul is hereby repealed.

THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on the following highways as 
designated by the traffic control device.


ADDIS AVENUE


(North Side)



BACK LANES


(Both Sides)

BALDERSTONE AVENUE
(South Side)





BRIGHAM STREET

(West Side)

DRURY AVENUE


(South Side)

EVELYN AVENUE


(South Side)





MASTERS AVENUE

2.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on that portion of ALLENFORD DRIVE beginning at the point where the easterly boundary of P.T.H. No. 9 crosses the highway and continuing in a easterly direction along Allenford Drive for a distance of 82.0 meters as designated by the traffic control device.

3
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on that portion of the East side of BALDOCK STREET commencing from the most northerly point of the right of way 
and extending southward to a point perpendicular with the most southerly boundary of the Nye Avenue right of way.

4
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on that portion of the West side of BALDOCK STREET commencing from the most southerly point of the right of way 
and extending northward to the most southerly boundary of the Nye Avenue right of way.

5.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on that portion of the North side of 
BALDERSTONE ROAD commencing from the most westerly point of the right of way and extending eastward for 50 metres, and from a point 320 metres east of the most westerly point of the right of way and extending eastward to the most easterly point of 
the right of way

6.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on that portion of the North side of 
BALDERSTONE ROAD OR EVELYN AVENUE within 10 metres of an entrance or 
exit driveway as designated by the traffic control device.

7.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on that portion of the North side of 
EVELYN AVENUE commencing from a the most westerly limit of the right-of-way and extending eastward for 30 metres and from a point 110 metres east of the most westerly limit of the right-of-way and extending eastward for 45 metres and from a point 208 metres east of the most westerly limit of the right-of-way and extending east for 30 metres to the most easterly portion of the developed roadway.

8.
THAT no person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle on that portion of GRASSMERE ROAD beginning at the point where the westerly boundary of P.T.H. No. 9 crosses the highway and continuing in a westerly direction along Grassmere Road for a distance of 50.0 metres as designated by the traffic control device. AND FURTHER THAT no 
person shall stop, stand, or park a vehicle on that portion of GRASSMERE ROAD beginning at the point where the easterly boundary of P.T.H. No. 8 crosses the highway and continuing in a easterly direction along Grassmere Road for a distance of 1000 metres as designated by the traffic control device.

9.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle on that portion of ROSSMORE AVENUE commencing from the most westerly limit of the P.T.H. #8 right-of-way and extending westward to the most easterly limit of St. Paul Boulevard.

THIS IS SCHEDULE "B" REFERRED TO IN BY-LAW NUMBER 6/2006 OF THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF WEST ST. PAUL.

1.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle for longer than the maximum designated time on the following highways as designated by the traffic control device 
which relates the following.

(a) North side of BALDERSTONE ROAD commencing from a point 50 metres east of most westerly point of the right of way and extending eastward for 270 metres, for no longer then a maximum of two hours between 08:00 hours to 17:00 hours Monday to Friday.

(b) East and West side of ST. PAUL BOULEVARD commencing from the most southerly limit of the right-of-way and extending northward to the most northerly limit of the right-of way for no longer then a maximum of two hours between 08:00 hours to 17:00 hours Monday to Friday.

(c) Both sides of MERIT CRESCENT commencing from the most easterly limit of the right-of-way and extending westward and southward to the most southerly limit of the right-of-way for no longer than a maximum of two hours between 0:800 hours to 17:00 hours Monday to Friday.

THIS IS SCHEDULE "C" REFERRED TO IN BY-LAW NUMBER 6/2006 OF THE RURAL MUNICIPALITY OF WEST ST. PAUL.

1.
THAT no person shall stop, stand or park a vehicle unless displaying a valid municipal parking pass and the said parking pass shall be displayed on the dashboard of the vehicle in a location and manner that is clearly visible to the outside of the vehicle.  Where the parking pass is not visible, the said parking pass shall be deemed not to be valid.  Parking Passes are only valid on the following designated streets.

(a)
North side of Drury Avenue only in areas as designated by the traffic control device, namely commencing from the most westerly point of the right-of-way and extending eastward for 450 metres.

(b)
North side of Evelyn Avenue only in areas as designated by the traffic control device, namely commencing from a point 30 metres east of the most westerly point of the right-of-way and extending eastward to a point 110 metres east of the most westerly limit of the right-of-way and commencing from a point 155 metres east of the most westerly limit of the right-of-way and extending eastward to a point 208 metres east of the most westerly limit of the right-of-way.

2.
TOW-AWAY-ZONE
(a)
THAT the North side of Evelyn Avenue shall be deemed a TOW-AWAY-ZONE for any vehicles parked thereon in a no parking area and for any vehicles not displaying a valid municipal parking pass in the designated parking pass area. The designated Towing Company as approved by resolution of Council from time to time shall be authorized to remove any vehicles not displaying a valid municipal parking pass, or parked in a no parking zone.  The said vehicles may be placed in the Towing Companies storage compound.  The impounded vehicle may be released to the vehicle owner or agent once all towing and impounding fees are paid to the Towing Company.  The name of the Towing Company and phone number shall be displayed on the traffic control device.
(b) THAT both sides of Rossmore Avenue commencing from the most westerly limit of the right of way being the access onto P.T.H. #8 and extending eastward and northward to a point perpendicular with the most northerly boundary of the Rossmore Avenue right of way shall be deemed a TOW-AWAY -ZONE for any vehicles parked thereon.  The designated Towing Company as approved by resolution of Council from time to time shall be authorized to remove any vehicles parked thereon.  The said vehicles may be placed in the Towing Companies storage compound.  The impounded vehicle may be released to the vehicle owner or agent once all towing and impounding fees are paid to the Towing Company.  The name of the Towing Company and phone number shall be displayed on the traffic control device.
